Ideally it would be desirable to give the courtesy of an answer to hundreds of complimentary

comments but

 * demands of time make that impractical

 * many say something worthwhile but unrelated to navigation/tracking. Approval of those, or of

comments from an unrelated "return address" would distract readers in my field. I need to focus

this work.

 * due to the "Army-of-Spammers" out there, I have to be over-cautious, although that blocks

those offering valid communication.  Unfortunate, but there's no other way at the present

state-of-the-art.

I've struggled a little more with comments from sources beyond my field but related to more

general education. To steer between extremes they're given more consideration but, even then,

focus has to be the primary goal. Some are kept here for a limited time. with no commitment to

keep beyond-scope comments on this site for extended durations.
